Previously having suffered from vulva and breast cancer and survived, she was still ill-prepared for this devastating news - again!  

Her family and friends were tense as they awaited news from the hospital, in hopes that she would beat cancer a third time.  Jenny is already an inspiration to hundreds of knitters around the world who joined The Jenny Chant Appeal and sent in well wishes and get well cards.  All were in no doubt that she would pull through and were sure of her survival and that of the appeal.

The Jenny Chant Appeal, now in its 5th month of existence, has already attracted media attention and that of many women and men (from around the world) who empathised with the aims and goals of the appeal.  Jenny had already appeared on a number of radio programmes, newspapers and magazines and was recently invited to take part in the I-Knit London show.  The appeal hopes to knit the world’s longest pink scarf, to raise awareness of breast cancer in men and women.  The raised funds will be used to pay for education and treatment for people in impoverished countries where they cannot afford adequate medical care.

Some of the scarves will be sold to raise funds and the rest will be sewn together as blankets and sent out to colder countries across the world where they are in most need.  Jenny said she loves the idea of having her pink scarves bringing warmth and colour to people who are in need.

Jenny is now even more determined to complete this task, and ensure that the aims of the appeal are carried out.  She truly believes that, “forewarned is pre-warned”.  Both men and women should ensure they examine themselves and always go for regular check–ups.  Her appeal is for both men and women as breast cancer is on the increase in both sexes; last year alone a staggering 380 men in the UK were diagnosed with this awful disease.
A month after this terrible ordeal Jenny has now been given the all clear.  This life changing event has seen Jenny grow in her determination to help.  She is not only healthy in mind but also body in order to make this happen.  She is still calling for help from around the world to achieve this; The Appeal needs knitters and donations or wool and needles.  The wool and needles will be given to knitters who cannot afford to buy supplies but are willing to help.
